For Veteran’s Week, the Veteran Resource and Opportunity Center (VROC) welcomed 
guest speaker Morrigan Belle, a transgender Air Force veteran, for a powerful 
presentation on LGBTQIA+ experiences in the military. Morrigan shared her journey of 
self-acceptance and her path to becoming a writer, advocate, and mother, as well as 
the unique challenges faced by LGBTQIA+ service members. Following an introduction 
by Juan Vera, our VROC Program Services Coordinator, the audience engaged in a 
thoughtful Q&A session, leaving with greater insight into the courage and resilience of 
LGBTQIA+ veterans. On Wednesday, VROC also held a special screening of By My 
Side, a documentary highlighting the unique bond between military veterans and service 
dogs. The film offered an inspiring look at how these loyal companions play a critical 
role in veterans’ lives, providing support, companionship, and healing. Attendees left 
with a deeper appreciation for the powerful connections that aid veterans in their 
journey after service.
