3. Business
I. Draft District Vision Statement
The San Mateo County Community College District is renowned throughout northern California as an exemplary multi-college district that inspires a global and diverse community of learners to achieve intellectual, cultural, social, economic and personal fulfillment.  Three unique colleges, College of San Mateo, Skyline and Cañada, deliver a broad range of coordinated programs that respond effectively to the academic, workforce training, and life-long learning needs of the San Francisco Peninsula and the Bay Area.  The three colleges work collaboratively, using research-based planning, and informed by values held in common and a student centered philosophy.  High levels of access and student 
success at the three colleges of the district are engendered though flexible and creative modes 
of curriculum delivery and extensive, focused systems of student support.  District resources include 
faculty development and support programs, sufficient professional staffing, state of the art technology, superior physical facilities, and a funding allocation model that is aligned with the district strategic priorities.
The committee discussed the draft District Vision Statement. IPC members recommended changing the highlighted areas above. The following are the recommendations/questions:

· How will intellectual, cultural, social, economic and personal fulfillment be measured?
· College list in alphabetical order: Cañada, College of San Mateo, and Skyline. 

· Refine the beginning of the last sentence to "District resources support the collaboration of faculty development..."
II. Program/department growth
Vice President Perkins presented a diagram to illustrate how the College Vision Mission informs overall college assessment (see attachment). 
A proposal was brought forward for similar groups work together to create a group Vision Statement, SLO, Annual Program Plans, and Comprehensive Program Review. However, CTE Programs will remain independent due to the complexity of each program. Group programs can also interact with other groups to exchange information.
Committee members were requested to continue this discussion at their respective divisions. 
A subcommittee was formed to look at the comprehensive program review; members are Patty Dilko, Linda Hayes, Alicia Aguirre, Byron Ramey, Sarah Perkins, and Carol Rhodes.

IV. SB 1440


Discussion how SB 1440 will affect California community colleges and CSU’s.  Community colleges will provide an Associate Degree for transfer that consists of IGETC or CSU GE Breath and at least 18 units of a major or area of emphasis, and a minimum 2.0 GPA. In turn, CSU’s will guarantee admission with junior standing and grant priority admission to the student’s local CSU (SFSU). Two plans were presented:
Plan B - each college develop different degrees in each major.

Plan A - a concentrated, statewide response and a transfer model curriculum developed by intersegmental discipline faculty. This is what Academic Senate is proposing for Cañada to follow.


Faculty, as well as committee members, were urged to visit the C-ID website 
(http://www.c-id.net/) and sign up on the discipline list serve, where the transfer model curriculum (TCM) will be posted. Faculty members were strongly encouraged to be part of the discussion.

Community colleges have one (1) year grace period to implement this for the Chancellor’s Office is in the process of creating a template.
